Family Stabilization Program Logic Model 

Inputs Core Activities Outcomes 
Strengthened Social Connections 
- Caregiver can consistently identify people 
who have provided and can be counted on to 
provide emotional/instrumental support. 
- Caregiver reports sustained connection to 
community social institutions, services, and 
supports. 

Increased Parental Efficacy 
- Caregiver demonstrates reduced stress and 
greater coping and anger management skills. 
- Caregiver is unimpaired by untreated 
drug/alcohol or mental health issues. 
- Caregiver has sustained capacity to self-
advocate for help. 
- Caregiver is able to manage family life to 
promote self-sufficiency, safety, and stability. 

Child/ren are Safe and in Good Physical 
and Mental Health 
- Children have up-to-date immunizations. 
- Children receive regular well-child care. 
- Children attend school regularly (fewer than 
10 absences per year.) 
- Children with chronic health problems have 
a plan for care. 
- Children’s mental health and substance 
abuse issues are treated. 
-Children are removed from threats of 
domestic or community violence. 

Sustained Stability in Family’s 
Environment 
-Family is financially stable for six months 
after case closure. (Income continues to meet 
budget.) 
-Caregiver maintains safe conditions in a 
stable housing situation for one year. 
(Caregiver is able to meet lease 
requirements, maintain house payments, 
coop fees, etc.)

Practice model that is 
strengths-based, family 
focused, and characterized 
by the quality and 
frequency of contact 
between support worker

Credentialed Family 
Support Workers familiar 
with the service area and 
community resources 
 
 
Supervision of support 
workers by licensed social

Develop case plans that are 
family-led 

Conduct frequent, purpose-
driven home visits used to 
assess family needs, 
strengths, and risk factors 

Provide in-home support on 
self-advocacy and 
communication skills  

 
 

Increased Child and 
Family Well-Being 

Provide referrals and 
advocacy to address families’ 
identified needs 

Provide immediate assistance 
to meet families’ emergency 
concrete needs 

Provide housing and shelter 
referrals or resources to 
remove families from unsafe, 
unaffordable or overcrowded
